Character Trait/Rule: Be Responsible
	What does it mean?

	Being responsible means that people can count on us to do our best.


	What does it look like?

	When we are Responsible:

· We are excellent workers

· We are goal-setters

· We are reliable students

· We are good examples for others



	Why is it important?

	When we all do our jobs and work hard to do our best, our school is a happy, successful place.  We are like a chain – if all of the links are strong and do their jobs, the chain is strong.  If some of the links are weak and don’t hold on to the other links, the chain falls apart.


	List examples and non-examples of the expected behaviors (start and end with positive examples):

	a. A positive example: Beth wanted to talk to her friends when she was supposed to write in her journal, but she told them they could talk at recess and finished her journal writing the best she could. 
b. A non-example: John had snack on the bench at recess.  He left his cracker wrapper on the bench to go and play.

c. A positive example: The teacher gave Angela the job of holding the door while the class went to recess, library, PE, Music and at the end of the day.  This meant that she was always last in line, but she did her job without complaining.
